General portal

1. Mankon has a very visual culture – symbols, icons, colours, etc., This should be reflected in the design and programming, as well as a very dynamic. Please avoid blocks.
a. Colour coding (soft but warm colours e.g. wood, faint blue, faint red, black…)

b. Use of unique icons (e.g. the leaf, gong, talking drum, masks, cutlass/machete, farming hoe, calabash, etc)
2. Most users, although well educated are not techies. Please keep the design user-friendly, including the management interfaces;

3. Mankon has an 8-day week, and a calendar of four seasons. At some point we could include this traditional date system on the site;
Mankology

1. Like magazine site. It is the most text-oriented part of the site. This will mostly consist of articles (1-3 pages long) and their illustrations (pics, drawing, etc); 

2. The articles will be broken into different topics/categories (history, traditions, art, society, etc). It shouldn’t be easy to find these articles or the various categories – either through tabs, search engine or any other cool way you can program it;

3. Not all items here are long – there’re also short ones like proverbs, riddles or jokes that are only a few lines or a quarter page. Please these should not be lost;  

4. This part will have to be continuously updated – about once every week;

5. It’d be nice to push some items  from here to the frontpage (e.g. jokes, or article leads) from time-to-time;

Mother-Tongue

1. This part is for Mankon language – for learning, for writing it out and for demonstrating it’s use;

2. the characters of the alphabet are different from the Latin characters and may or may not need a different font (maybe  SIL characters, such as: Lucida Sans Unicode; Doulos SIL; Charis SIL.e.g. nda tə zòŋə a nə akwáŋə tə ŋwo. ka lɨ ntomə yə ŋkyɛ tə ŋkɨŋkaˈa. Good luck!
3. Magazine is a very mini version of the Mankology section and will all be in mankon language. It mostly consists of short translations like days of the week, proverbs, numbers, greetings, etc – the basics of any language
4. Online Tutorials is a classroom section. It consists of teaching/demonstration how to use the language e.g grammar rules, exercises, alphabets, phonetics, etc. It might mostly be text from the beginning but eventually develop into something more interactive
5. Language Tools is a sort of picture dictionary – sort of photo thumbnail gallery: e.g. BOOK - translation of BOOK to Mankon - picture of BOOK - phonetic inscription or how to pronounce BOOK in Mankon
Village Square

1. This is the community section, for interaction by the online community.

2. For the beginning, only the main community tools like Blogs, Forum, News are important. 

3. The member profiles can come later

4. Also later, only members with profiles and passwords will be able to comment on the blogs or summit features, etc. Not a priority at the beginning
5. Members will be able to SIGN IN in order to:

a. Subscribe to Emailing list

b. Register to database of people/get member profile page

c. Upload events to calendar and announcements

d. Upload video/pictures/audio

e. Use discussion forum

f. Upload to directory of social institutions
Foundation

1. Like any other foundation site. Mostly text, rarely updated
2. A few forms (e.g. application forms) for downloading

3. Pictures 
Resources
1. Lots of digital files and resources

2. Some can be Downloaded in popular formats – PDF, MS WORD, JPEG, etc

3. It’ll also have text articles (e.g. book reviews, and explanations of files)

4. Social Directory is a database of organisations and social groups. Will be categorised in sectors, activities, persons involved, and pictures to illustrate. Not a priority at the beginning 

5. the Multimedia section will have galleries and albums: Video, Audio, and Pictures
a. Videos will be short – can’t be sure of the exact length now, but somewhat round 5 minutes each.  Each video will have such info as Title, Category, Tags, a brief Description of what it depicts, name of Author, etc. they should be watched online.

b. Pictures galleries and albums for online viewing
c. Audio files for listening online

6. Registered members should be able to upload to the multimedia section; most of it preferably for online use, not for downloading onto computers.

Home

1. Preferably there should be an Intro Page before the Home Page

2. The Home Page should be a summary (in terms of design/style and content) of the entire  portal. A bit of news, articles from Mankology, picture or video from multimedia section, a lesson or proverb from the language section, etc.

3. It should be dynamic – perhaps refreshed every week or so with stuff such as photo of the week, new article, interesting blog reference, etc. these could be just teasers that give the character of the entire site.

4. Stuff from the other sections should be able to come up to the Home page;

5. as much as possible should represent the nature of Mankon and it’s culture.  

Most of these are just suggestions and I greatly welcome your ideas
